Char Dham Yatra to resume from 1st July!

Considering the Covid situation and the safety of pilgrims, Char Dham Yatra is to be held
in a phased manner. In the first phase which would be from July 1, the yatra will resume
for residents from the districts Rudraprayag, Chamoli, and Uttarkashi. The residents of
the districts Rudraprayag, Chamoli, and Uttarkashi would be allowed to go to Kedarnath,

Badrinath, and Gangotri respectively. In the second phase, the yatra will be opened to all

the states. Negative RT-PCR is mandatory in both phases for everyone.
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Jim Corbett, Rajaji Tiger Reserve to be open all around the year:

Uttarakhand Government

Good news for tourists comes as the Uttarakhand government decides to keep open Jim
Corbett, Rajaji Tiger Reserve for 12 months a year. Earlier, both the parks were closed
from June 15 to November 15. The decision was taken in order to boost the tourism sector
in the state. On one hand, the decision is welcomed by tourists and locals dependent on
the tourism of these parks. On the other hand, experts say that the monsoon season is
the breeding season for many animals and the disturbance may lead to wildlife-human

conflict.

DEHRADUN - ABODE OF DRONA

Dehradun is one of the oldest cities of India and it is the winter capital of the state
Uttarakhand. Dehradun city has the ancient history dated back to “Mahabharata” period.

province is ruled by Garhwal community for a long time.

Mussoorie is also popularly known as the ‘Queen of Hills’. The city is surrounded with

mountains and green forests and the mountains with snowcapped.




2. Tapkeshwar Temple

The temple is dedicated to
the Lord Shiva and holds a
lot of importance among his
devotees. It is located on the
banks of Garhi Cant, located

8 km from Dehradun.

Sahastradhara is situated 15 km
to the east of the Dehradun and
is special for its cold sulfur
water spring. One will get to
see the Baldi River and the
caves which have thousands of

limestone stalactite.

4. Robber's Cave Guchu Pani

Robber’s Cave Guchu Pani is a natural cave
formation where rivers flow inside the cave.
Also, the cave is about 600 metres long, and has
the highest fall of about 10 metres. The cave
consists of an extremely narrow gorge formed
in a conglomerate limestone area on the Doon

Valley's Dehra plateau.
