
Students form human chain on NCT’s 100th anniversary to raise 
environmental awareness 

 
The National College Trichy (NCT) turned 100 on Tuesday the 11th of June 2019. 

Celebrating this momentous occasion, the college organized a human chain on that day 

highlighting the journey of the college spanning a century. About 2000 students from 

the college, including cadets from the National Cadet Corps (NCC) and volunteers from 

National Social Service (NSS) participated in the human chain formation on the main 

road from the Head Post office signal to the railway station roundabout.

The students made a clarion call to plant more trees and 

conserve the green cover. Corporation Commissioner  Mr. N. Ravichandran, who was 

the chief guest of the event, inaugurated the human chain. During his short speech, he 

asked the students to spread the message of environmental issues, conservation 

practices, segregation of waste at source and the importance of keeping the city clean. 

The students left the spot spick -and -span at the end of the event, sending out message 

to the general public to avoid littering in public places.
