In fact, the term ‘postmodernism’ has been used to talk about architecture, 

literature, film, theatre, dance, visual arts, aesthetic criticism and theory, anthropology, 

historiography, geography, theology, pedagogy, etc. Today, many forms of postmodernism 

are seen in the arts and other discourses. Some continue to see postmodern as a moment, a 

movement, a condition or a period.”
